e Overallimpression
5. Prizes
e The winners will be awarded cash prizes on the day of the contest:
e Istplace: 500 PLN
e 2nd place: 400 PLN
e 3rdplace: 300 PLN

7. Judges
o Judges will be selected and appointed by the partner organizations.

e Thejudges' decisions are final and binding.



8. Performance Rules
